BACKGROUND

The Citizen Participation Plan is the City’s policy to encourage participation by residents and other interested parties in the CDBG and HOME programs, including participation in the decision-making process for the Analysis of Impediments/Assessment of Fair Housing, Consolidated Plan, Annual Action Plans and Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Reports, as well as any amendments to these documents. The City receives CDBG and HOME funds annually from HUD. The City’s Finance Department has been the lead department responsible for administering these programs since the inception of the programs, however, the responsibility of administering the CDBG and HOME programs is being transferred to the Planning Department. The City has also prepared an Analysis of Impediments to cover program years 2022-2023 through 2026-2027, as required by HUD, in lieu of an Assessment of Fair Housing, which was required for the prior planning cycle.
